(APEST): The gifts Jesus gave to the church 
NB. We will be looking at these, not for                     , but 
rather the                                  they serve for the church. 
(non-competitive, cooperating, mutually empowering 
functions that aid her in fulfilling God’s design) 
Apostles:

Church: primarily focused on                                        
Christianity into new territory.   
Society: these are                                , entrepreneurs 
and risk-takers. 
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Prophets:
Church: Primarily focused on                 and                       
in the church community.   
Society: People who have a keen interest in                    
and a                    world.  

Evangelists 
Church: People who reach-out and able to                 
people toward the gospel 
Society: gifted people are the                                 to the 
cause, enthusiasts. 

Shepherds (pastors):  
Church: They are driven to                         and                  
for God’s people.   
Society: Hearts are on                              .  Affirm what 
is human in others 

Teachers:  
Church: Help us                                   God’s truth and 
apply it to our lives.   
Society: Instructors who inspire                             .  

Note: While your gift may have started showing                           your 
salvation, it can only be                   through the redeeming 
work of Christ. 
This teaching is addressed to           God’s people, not just 
the                                        .
